Global sourcing of IT and business processes has demonstrated an impressive growth during the past years. However, although the multi-billion dollar global sourcing industry is developing, a number of outsourcing relationships have been underperforming or terminated early. Poor management of global sourcing relationships has often been cited as a major reason for underperformance. These results indicate a need to enhance our understanding on global sourcing management and seek for more avenues to improve its efficiency. 
The workshop aims to cover a wide range of topics related to global sourcing management and bring together viewpoints and approaches from different disciplines. 
Some of the themes that are of specific interest for the workshop include, but are not restricted to:

· Governance of global sourcing relationships and its impact on sourcing performance.
· Trust, commitment and power in global sourcing. 
· Cultural aspects of global sourcing.

· Management of innovation, knowledge and learning. 

· Social capital in global sourcing arrangements. 

· Retained management capabilities and people retention issues. 

· Sourcing decisions, strategies and their impact on relationship management.
